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Remembering Fr. Thomas A. Peyton MM

Dear teachers, students, parents, alumni, and friends,

It is with deep regret that we announce the passing of Fr. Thomas A. Peyton, MM,
the second Supervisor of Maryknoll Fathers’ School (primary and secondary
sections). He entered eternal rest in New York, USA, on May 9, 2025, at the age of 93.

Fr. Peyton was ordained a priest in 1958 as a Maryknoll missionary and began his
mission in the Diocese of Hong Kong in 1982. In 1983, he founded St. Matthew the
Apostle Parish in Butterfly Estate, Tuen Mun. He also served as the Maryknoll
Mission’s Hong Kong Area Superior from 1994 to 2000. His dedication to his mission

and community left a lasting impact.

For over 30 years, Fr. Peyton dedicated his life to raising funds for AIDS and leprosy

patients in China. He regularly visited prisoners and the homeless, providing comfort
to those often overlooked by society. In recognition of his outstanding contributions
to serving prisoners, the poor, and the elderly, he received the Hong Kong Humanity

Award from the Hong Kong Red Cross in 2012.

Fr. Peyton was passionate about education, serving as the second Supervisor of
Maryknoll Fathers’ School, primary and secondary sections, from 1994 to 1995. He
was a committed member of the School Management Committee for 21 years, from
1994 to 2014. During his tenure, Fr. Peyton actively supported the primary
department in securing a new school campus and transitioning to Whole-day Primary

Schooling.

Known for his approachable nature, he genuinely cared for the needs of students and
parents. He dedicated significant efforts to the schools’ evangelization work,

reflecting his commitment to both education and spiritual growth.

Additionally, Fr. Peyton served as the Supervisor of Bishop Paschang Catholic School
from 1995 to 2004 and Maryknoll Secondary School from 1995 to 2012. He
successfully facilitated the conversion of Bishop Paschang Catholic School's Kowloon
Bay Millennium Campus to Whole-day Primary Schooling and supported Maryknoll
Secondary School's application for a new campus, enhancing the learning

environment for students.

Throughout his life, Fr. Peyton made significant contributions to the development of



Maryknoll schools in Hong Kong, always prioritizing the welfare of the students.
Despite challenges to the schools' growth, he remained steadfast in his support for
the schools, students, and teachers. His commitment, compassion, and dedication to

service set a remarkable example for all.

In November 2016, Fr. Peyton returned to New York to retire. His legacy of kindness

and dedication will be fondly remembered by all who knew him.

A memorial mass for Fr. Peyton will be held at Christ the Worker Parish at 8 PM on
Friday, May 16, at 1/F Hall, Caritas Centre, 1 On Tak Road, Ngau Tau Kok, Kowloon.

The primary and secondary sections of the school will also honor him during their
Memorial Mass for the Founding Fathers at 2:00 PM on Saturday, May 17, in the
secondary school hall. All are welcome to attend to remember the founding fathers

and pray for the repose of Fr. Peyton.
